STARBASE Oklahoma is an aerospace based math and science program operated by the Oklahoma National Guard.  Our objective is to motivate students in the critical areas of math and science with an inquiry based, hands on curriculum that meets national math and science standards as well as Oklahoma’s Priority Academic Student Skills. 

This past year 5,104 Oklahoma students from 93 different schools participated in the 30 hour program. Almost half of these schools and students participated in our Remote Education Program.  We have scheduled a teacher training July 10th through the 13th, 2006.

This training is normally $475 per teacher, however STARBASE has received grant funding to provide this training at minimal cost to participants this summer.  Both STARLET (grades 2&3) and STARS (grades 4-6) training will be provided.  STARBASE will provide all materials, snacks, and two meals each day.  We will reimburse mileage for private vehicles or to the school if a school vehicle is used.  We will also provide 3 nights of lodging (double occupancy).  The course may also be taken for graduate credit for those teachers working on their masters program.  The training is at STARBASE Oklahoma headquarters in Tulsa.
After this training, the teacher will be entitled to check out a kit for 6 weeks that contains 7 modules of instruction with all the supplies that are needed to teach the course in their classroom.  There is no cost for this service and the instructor may continue using this free service for years to come.
